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NEW FOUNDATION WITH GRANTS FOR HEALTH CARE

The Regence Group, the largest health insurer in the Northwest/Intermountain region, has announced the launch of its corporate foundation. A 501(c)(3) grantmaking organization, the Regence Foundation will partner with organizations driving significant change in health care delivery and accessibility in Idaho, Oregon, Utah, and Washington.
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The foundation estimates it will contribute $2.5 million in its first year and $4 million per year thereafter to organizations addressing its three funding priorities.
Letters of Inquiry are currently being accepted for the Building Healthier Communities and Transforming Health Care program areas. End-Of-Life applications may be submitted beginning September 1, 2008.

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YOUNG PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES

Funding is available for both project costs and operating support, and is open to both disability-specific organizations and those that serve the general population. While requests from all parts of the United States will be considered, priority will be given to communities where Mitsubishi Electric US companies are located. Preference is given to organizations and projects that reflect collaboration among groups. Preference is also given to organizations and projects that actively involve people with disabilities in program planning and implementation.

Grants are made only to U.S.-based nonprofit organizations with tax-exempt 501(c)(3) status.

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GARDENING
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National Gardening Association (NGA) awards Youth Garden Grants to schools and community organizations with child-centered garden programs. In evaluating grant applications, priority will be given to programs that emphasize one or more of the following elements: educational focus or curricular/program integration; nutrition or plant-to-food connections; environmental awareness/education; entrepreneurship; and social aspects of gardening such as leadership development, team building, community support, or service-learning.

Schools, youth groups, community centers, camps, clubs, treatment facilities, and intergenerational groups in the United States are eligible. Applicants must plan to garden with at least fifteen children between the ages of 3 and 18. Previous Youth Garden Grant winners who wish to reapply may do so but must wait a year (e.g., if an organization won in 2008, it can apply again in 2010) and have significantly expanded their garden programs.

For the 2009 grant cycle, 125 grants are available. Packages are as follows: five programs will receive gift cards valued at $1,000 (a $500 gift card to Home Depot and a $500 gift card to the Gardening with Kids catalog and store) and educational materials from NGA; seventy programs will receive a $500 gift card to Home Depot and educational materials from NGA; and fifty programs will receive a $250 gift card to Home Depot and educational materials from NGA. Each award package also includes twelve months of NGA Supporter benefits.

START-UP MONEY, OR STRENGTHENING of OUTDOORS GROUPS
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The National Fish and Wildlife Foundation seeks proposals for projects that assist organizations to be effective co-stewards of important natural resources within the National Wildlife Refuge System.

This program provides competitive seed grants ($1,500 - $5,000) to creative and innovative proposals that seek to increase the number and effectiveness of organizations interested in assisting the National Fish and Wildlife Refuge System nationwide.

Eligible applicants are nonprofit organizations with 501(c)(3) status or organizations that have applied for such status, including refuge Friends organizations, cooperative and interpretive associations, Audubon chapters, and other citizen support organizations interested in assisting a National Wildlife Refuge or group of refuges and the Refuge System as a whole.
Grants will be provided to support proposals that fall within the following areas of emphasis: Start-up Grants to assist starting refuge Friends organizations with formative and/or initial operational support; Capacity Building Grants to strengthen the capacity of existing refuge Friends organizations to enable them to be more effective; and Project Specific Grants for support of a specific project (e.g., conservation education programs for local schools, habitat restoration projects, building an observation tower, developing and providing interpretive materials and programs, or watchable wildlife programs).

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SCHOOLS
The Dollar General Back-to-School Grants program provides funding to assist elementary, middle, and high schools in meeting some of the financial challenges they face in implementing new programs or purchasing new equipment, materials, or software for their school library or literacy program.  In order to be eligible, schools must be located in Dollar General's 35-state operating territory and must be within twenty miles of the nearest Dollar General Store. 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MATH AND SCIENCE

The mission of the Toshiba America Foundation is to promote quality science and mathematics education in U.S. schools. Grants are made for programs and activities that improve teaching and learning in science and mathematics, grades K-12. 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TECHNOLOGY, EDUCATION

Each year, Samsung's Hope for Education holds a contest where students from schools nationwide can write a 100-word essay about how technology benefits and helps education. 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HEALTH INSURANCE

Americans who get health insurance for their families through their jobs have seen their premiums increase ten times faster than their income in recent years, a new report from finds. 
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Based on data from the U.S. Census Bureau and the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality's Medical Expenditure Panel Survey, a new report from the the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation, Squeezed:  How Costs for Insuring Families Are Outpacing Income (12 pages, PDF), found that, nationwide, the amount employees pay for family coverage increased nearly 30 percent from 2001 to 2005, while family policyholders' income increased just 3 percent. The report also found that the proportion of insurance premiums workers pay for family coverage remained constant at about 24 percent during that period, while the dollar amount that workers contribute increased by nearly $2,500. 
Key Findings:
· The amount workers pay for family coverage nationwide has increased by 30 percent from $8,281 in 2001 to $10,728 in 2005. 

· Employee income has increased by only 3 percent in the same time period. 

· The average cost employers pay for their share of family coverage has increased by 28 percent from $6,360 to $8,143.
